e When creating something that will be printed, always use documents measured in
inches. They will be set up at 300dpi (print resolution - i.e. 8.5"x11"). Documents
measured in pixels are only 96dpi (screen resolution - i.e. 1920x1080px)

1. Create it in high resolution
2. Save it as a PNG with transparent background so it can be overlaid on other
projects
